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Bloggers vent their grief

More than a week after her slaying, Internet weblogs are still buzzing with postings 
on Jane Creba's Boxing Day murder.

Some bloggers update news reports on the investigation daily.

Though most didn't appear to have known Creba personally, some expressed 
sadness at her shooting death.

"The senseless murder of a child who was out shopping is something that will stick 
with me for quite a while. The possibilities and promise of a young life, snuffed out 
so brutally and needlessly, has rocked this city and myself to our foundations," 
wrote one blogger on greatestjournal.com.

In an online sympathy book at legacy.com, some messages posted came from 
other provinces and countries. 

"I never knew Jane, but 
when I saw her photo I 
immediately felt the 
warmth she brought and 
will always bring," wrote 
Marc, from The 
Netherlands. "I don't think 
that there are words to 
describe your pain."

Some bloggers offered 
opinions on the shooting 
and the subsequent 
outrage.

"The amount of attention 
this is getting is really 
what is interesting to me," 
wrote one blogger, on 

selamyohannes.blogspot.com.

"My problem with this whole thing is not Jane, her family, or the fact that people are 
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sympathizing with them. It's not even with the media attention ...

"Jane wasn't even close to the first innocent person who has gotten killed in the last 
two years.

"She just happens to be the first pretty white girl. So that is why I don't want to hear 
about 'innocence lost'. As a black man, I haven't felt safe in awhile," he wrote.

On jacksnewswatch.blogspot.com, one blogger said though he understands the 
horror Torontonians feel, "one has to wonder whether we'd all be falling over 
ourselves to demand government action had Jane been another Mohamed or 
Shaquan."
